FOUNDATION INFORMATION

Most of the North Texas area soil is expansive type clay. Therefore, proper care of your home’s foundation is very important in
preserving the integrity of the structure. Clay soils have the ability to expand (when wet) and contract (when dry) at alarming
rates. This requires that an EVEN and rather Constant level of moisture be maintained around the ENTIRE house. Defects in
foundations occur when the structure does not move as a unit. This could occur when one area around the foundation is
continually wet, while other areas remain dry. Listed below are a few suggestions that may be help in your foundation
maintenance program

Maintain the grading and the beds around the foundation so that it gently slopes AWAY from the structure.

If the house has guttering, be sure that all run-off is diverted well away (2-3 feet) from the foundation.

The area around the foundation should always be watered evenly around the ENTIRE structure.

The best way to ensure even watering is to place soaker hoses around the entire perimeter and to water EVENLY every time.
Do not let water stand next to the foundation.

Never allow the soil to dry to the point of cracking or pulling away from the foundation.

I. STRUCTURAL SYSTEMS
A. Foundations
Type of Foundation(s): Concrete Slab.
Comments: The foundation is in generally good condition. Some Evidence of movement was noted.
Some Common Cracks were observed at the exterior Brick/Mortar and interior Sheetrock. This implies
that some movement has occurred as is typical of most houses given the type of soils in the area. The
rate of movement cannot be predicted on a one time inspection.
Crawlspace viewed from: Concrete Slab. No Crawlspace
Post tension cable ends were exposed on the exterior of the foundation at the Northwest corner of
the house. This should be repaired to prevent corrosion of the cable.
B. Grading & Drainage
Comments: The grading should be improved in various locations to promote the flow of storm water
away from the house. This can usually be accomplished by the addition of top soil and/or guttering.
GUTTERS AND DOWNSPOUTS
The downspout(s) at various locations should discharge water at least five (5) feet from the house.
Recommend installing extensions on the gutter downspout elbows.
A drainage system is present at the rear of the house. The drainage system cannot be tested under
normal inspection guidelines. It is recommended that if there are any concerns with the drainage
system, that a specialist be contacted for further testing and evaluation. No visible problems at this
time.
The gutters are missing elbows at the garage. Recommend installing the missing elbows.
C. Roof Covering Materials
Type(s) of Roof Covering: Composition Roofing over wood decking
Viewed From: Ladder at eaves, roof too steep for safe walking.
Comments: Roof Surface is in generally Good condition.
The turbine vents have minor hail damage at the East slope. Recommend monitoring and replace
as needed.
Prior repairs to the roofing are evident in various locations. This would suggest that problems have
been experienced in the past. This area should be monitored. The Previous Owner should be
consulted as to previous problems and repairs done.
The flashing leaks at the front slope and should be repaired or replaced. Evidence of the leak is
present at the interior garage ceiling and attic decking.

Some damaged roof decking was observed at the front of the house, possible water leak.

E. Walls (Interior & Exterior)
Comments: Conventional Wood Framing. Exterior Walls: Brick, Masonite Siding, (Caution: Masonite
siding is subject to rot unless properly caulked/sealed and painted.
Interior Walls: Sheetrock.
EXTERIOR WALLS
Considerable vegetation/ivy is growing on/near the building exterior in various locations. This
makes it difficult to inspect the soundness of the exterior cladding and is conducive to wood rot and
deterioration of the exterior surfaces and mortar.
BRICK
Typical minor cracking was observed on the exterior walls of the house. This implies that some
structural movement of the building has occurred, as is typical of most houses. Recommend
monitoring for future movement and repairs to the brick mortar to prevent water penetration and
possible damage to the structure.
Exterior wall cracks above a lintel at garage windows (in effect, a beam supporting the brickwork
above an opening in the wall) suggests that the lintel may be marginally adequate. This condition
is not uncommon. Recommend monitoring for future movement and repair as needed.
The concrete corners have some cracking in various locations. This is a common condition caused
by the lack of a bond break between the concrete and the brick mortar which would allow for the
thermal expansion of the brick cladding. Recommend Monitoring and cosmetic repairs.
INTERIOR WALLS
Water damage was noted at the master bathroom near shower. The cause of the water damage
should be determined and Repairs undertaken if necessary to prevent further damage to the
structure.
Damage to the interior sheetrock was observed in various closet locations. Recommend Cosmetic
Repair.
Damage to the interior sheetrock was observed at the hall bathroom below shower head.
Recommend Cosmetic Repair.
F. Ceilings & Floors
Comments: Ceilings: Conventional Wood Framing. and, Ceiling Covering: Sheetrock and paneling.

CEILINGS
There are some popped nails at the Northwest bedroom. This is usually caused by some foundation
movement or expansion of the ceiling joists/framing members. Recommend monitoring and
cosmetic repairs as needed.
Water staining was observed at the garage ceiling. The cause for the staining should be determined
and repairs undertaken, if necessary, to prevent structural damage.

Interior Door(s) at the East bedroom do not latch. These doors should be trimmed or adjusted for
ease of operation.

Il. ELECTRICAL SYSTEMS

Service Entrance and Panels
Comments: Main Power/Cable Entrance Underground. 200 Amp Main Panel Breaker box with main
disconnect is located at the Garage Interior.

The National Electric Code now requires Arc Fault Circuit Interruption protection (AFCI) to be
installed for family rooms, dining rooms, living rooms, parlors, libraries, dens, bedrooms, sunrooms,
recreations rooms, closets, hallways, or similar rooms or areas. The Texas Real Estate Commission
rules and regulations require that the lack of these devices in any of these areas must be noted as
deficient.

Smoke detectors ARE Present. Current building standards require one smoke detector in a hallway
leading to sleeping areas, one smoke detector per bedroom, and one smoke detector per floor of the
building. Smoke detectors are required to be interconnected.
OUTLETS

A ground fault circuit interrupter (GFCI) outlet at the rear of the house did not respond correctly to
testing during the inspection. This receptacle should be replaced.

Some switched Neutral wire outlets in the hall bathroom. The general rule is only hot wires should
be switched (run through a switch). This is a safety hazard and repair is recommended.

FIXTURES

A light fixture (spot lights) is not working in the living room. (Bulbs?) Recommend further
investigation and repairs as necessary.
